	 Eligible horses will have had a race or timed work on or after July 1  
	 two years prior to their competing year

•	 Horses can begin training for the Thoroughbred Makeover on December 1  
	 of the year prior to their competing year

• Ten disciplines of competition are offered at the Thoroughbred Makeover 
	 including Barrel Racing, Competitive Trail, Dressage, Eventing, Field Hunter, 
	 Freestyle, Polo, Ranch Work, Show Hunter, Show Jumper. Horses may  
	 compete in one or two disciplines.

•	 The overall winner is called Thoroughbred Makeover Champion and is  
	 selected by the judges of all disciplines from the pool of discipline winners
